This file contains rules for abstracts for the conference "Basic Problems оf Optics". Applications for participation in the conference, drawn up not according to the rules are not accepted.

The text of abstracts for the conference is submitted in electronic form in the *.doc, *.docx or *.rtf format. In the document it is necessary to establish mirrored margins with values: top - 2 cm; bottom - 2 cm; inside - 3 cm; outside - 2 cm (in Microsoft Office Word 2003 select the "Page Settings" item in the "File" menu). The font of the whole text should be Times New Roman, the line spacing is "single" (in Microsoft Office Word 2003 select "Paragraph" in the "Format" menu). It is not allowed to use extra spaces before and between words, for example, to highlight the first line indent, as well as the dot at the end of the headings of any level.
The text begins with a title that is printed in capital letters in bold and size 14. If you want to wrap a new line in the header, use "line break without creating a new paragraph" - in Microsoft Office Word, this is the combination of the Shift + Enter keys.
Then, from the new line (again using Shift + Enter), the authors of the report are listed separated by commas (Surname N., font size 14, bold). If the authors represent several organizations, then belonging to different organizations is distinguished by the symbols *, **, etc.
The following line indicates: organization name, city, country; if there are several organizations, then again with the key combination Shift + Enter make a new line without creating a new paragraph (font size 14, not bold).
On the next line it is necessary to note the section of the conference (for example, "Quantum optics and fundamental spectroscopy") and the form of presentation (oral or poster).
All of the above lines must be centered.

On the next line put a summary of no more than 35 words: font size 12, alignment "justify", indents "left and right = 12 cm", without first line indent, interval "before and after = 12 pt" (in Microsoft Office Word 2003 select "Paragraph" in the "Format" menu, set the specified values).
After the summary, the abstracts are written from the new line: font size 12, align "justify", the first line indent = 1 cm (in Microsoft Office Word 2003 select "Paragraph" in the "Format" menu, set the specified values).
In the text of the abstracts, only bitmaps (* .bmp, * .jpeg, * .png) can be inserted. To insert two figures side by side, you can use the inserting of figures in the table. Captures to the figures are printed with the center alignment, the spacing after = 6 pt, the font size is 10, the figure number (for example, Figure 1) is bold, do not put dots at the end of the signature. Inserting empty lines is not allowed. Figures should be either black and white, or - in shades of gray. Color drawings are not allowed.
Each figure must have a caption and, most importantly, the text should mention this figure.
Note: If there is only one figure in the text, then the capture to it should be in the form:

In the text of the abstracts, you can insert the formulas typed using the Microsoft equation. Formulas do not need to be centered. Number of the formula should be put to the right of it, the left bracket of the number - on the 14 cm line (on the upper ruler), is set only with the help of the tab pointer. You can do this in the following way: double-click on the top ruler above the page (you can turn it on from the View menu in MS Word), in the Tab window that opens, in the Tab position, enter 14, then click “Set”. If there are any more values ​​in the list of installed items - delete them by selecting in the list and pressing the “Clear” button. If the numbered formula is long and typed in more than one line, then its number must be put for all such formulas in a single way - according to the level of the last line of formulas. Do not forget that the formula is considered as a “word” from the point of view of grammar, so, where necessary, you should not forget commas and periods after formulas (not inside the Equation Editor!). Special symbols – “power”, “hyphen”, “waves” - take from the third column of the first line of the Equation Editor. Parentheses in formulas should be inserted from the Equation Editor menu, and they are set to the size of the characters to be typed (for example, by the height of the sign of the integrals or sums). Style for formulas set to the default style

Each numbered formula should have mention in the abstract. For example, it follows from formula (1) that ... Formula (2) shows that ...
The size of the abstract should be from 1 to 3 full pages.

References to the literature in the text should be made in the form of a number in square brackets [1], they should be as many as in references [2]. Use of hyperlinks is not allowed [3].
After the text of the abstract you should skip one line, then put references (without a heading): N. Surnames of authors (separated by comma, other separator is not allowed, for example, and), Title of the publication (book, magazine, abstracts) - italic, Volume number - bold, Issue no., Pages, (year). Please, do not use an automatic numbered list, enter the list number manually.
